BRING YOUR REUSABLE ITEMS

RECYCLE YOUR LANYARD

bring it along! Reusing it in Glasgow is a small step 
but it helps cut down on materials (production, 
shipping, etc.).

CHOOSE SUSTAINABLE 
TRANSPORTATION

You can travel to Glasgow not only by plane but also 
by train. Please consider this option to reduce 
emissions by up to 85% and help protect the 
environment. We have special offers for 
delegates: the ScotRail Conference Rover offers five 
days of unlimited rail travel within the Conference Zone 
for just £5, and Avanti West Coast provides a 15% 
discount for ERA Congress delegates wishing to travel 
to Glasgow by train. More details here.

If you cannot or do not want to do without your 
car, or if you travel by plane, you can offset your 
CO2 emissions by means of compensation 
payments.
